2009 has been an extremely busy year for the WasteWise
Schools programme. We have run four successful
workshops, supported 31 schools with waste audits, staff
meetings, planning sessions and developed new resources.

Its been exciting to see some of our 2008 schools begin
to measure how much they have reduced their ecological
footprint with waste. For example in one year Willowbank
School and Campbells Bay School have reduced waste to
landfill by 25% and 29% respectively.
