Tips on how to make the most of your

visit to Shakespear Regional park.

If you have two hours…
Don’t miss the central lookout’s
magnificent 360-degree views before
heading down to Te Haruhi Bay for a 
beach walk or swim. 

If you have half a day… 
As well as the lookout and Te Haruhi Bay
you will have time to see much more of
the park – walk the heritage trail, mountain
bike around the park or take time out for 
a picnic.

If you have a full day…
Plenty of time to take in the highlights,
explore the park at your leisure, find your
own spot for a picnic and indulge your
passion for fishing, snorkelling, diving or
windsurfing. For something different, end
the day with a walk through the Waterfall
Gully where the glow worms put on their
evening display.

Stay a while…
See reverse for information on camping at
Shakespear Regional Park. The YMCA
lodge in the historic homestead also offers
group accommodation.

Feature walks
Heritage Trail
1 – 2 hours return
(3.9km, yellow markers).
A fascinating walk with interpretive
panels that begins at the Waterfall
Gully carpark and takes in historic
sites, a WWII gun emplacement, native
forest, farmland, spectacular views
over Auckland, and a wetland.

Lookout Track
40 - 60 minutes return
(2.5km, blue markers)
One of the park’s highlights is the 
360-degree view of Auckland’s city
skyline, the islands of the Hauraki Gulf
and Wenderholm and Mahurangi
regional parks from the lookout. 
This walk includes one steep area.

Tiri Tiri Track 2 
1 hour, 15 minutes – 2 hours return
(4.8km, red markers)
From the carpark at Te Haruhi Bay
this track heads along the beach, past
the campground and an old Maori
settlement area at the eastern end of
the bay. Continue along the cliff line
for the best view of Tiritiri Matangi
Island and return via the park’s main
lookout.

Mountain bikes are welcome  in the

park but please do not cycle on bush

tracks. See map for details. 
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
