Tips on how to make the most of your visit

to Wenderholm Regional park.

If you have two hours…
Check out the grounds around Couldrey
House (see how many historic trees you can
spot) and the pouwhenua nearby. Take the
short walk to the Couldrey House lookout and
on your return you’ll be ready for a swim.

If you have half a day… 
Maungatauhoro Te Hikoi is a wonderful
walk that varies with the seasons. Take a
picnic with you to enjoy while gazing at 
the wonderful views. Make sure your visit
coincides with Couldrey House’s opening
hours (1–4pm Saturdays and Sundays.
Also open every afternoon from Boxing
Day to Waitangi Day) so you can look
through the museum.

If you have a full day…
The park has an all weather boat ramp –
suitable approximately 4 hours each side
of high tide for average boats. Once you’ve
enjoyed the park itself try exploring the
area’s waterways – Puhoi River, Hauraki Gulf
and Mahurangi Harbour by boat or kayak.
Mahurangi Regional Park is just north of
Wenderholm and is easily accessible by sea.

Feature walks
Maungatauhoro Te Hikoi
(A journey through Maungatauhoro) 
1 – 1.5 hours return (2.9km)
A loop that begins at the pouwhenua (carving)
near Couldrey house and includes parts of the
Couldrey House and Perimeter Tracks through
the forested headland. Along this journey enjoy
stunning views and a chance to see rare birds
such as the North Island Robin (toutouwai).

Te Akeake Walk 
30 minutes return (1.8km)
An unmarked walk to the Puhoi River mouth.
From the carpark walk to the beach, head
north and enjoy the atmosphere. Te Akeake is
the area at the end of the sandspit headland.
Walk back along the riverbank to the carpark.

Couldrey House Lookout Walk  
15 minutes one-way (0.6km)
Follow the Couldrey House Track from the
pouwhenua (carving) near Couldrey House.
The climb to the lookout is reasonably steep but
the track is very well maintained. The views of
Puhoi Estuary and Couldrey House are well
worth the short climb.

Perimeter Track  
1.5 – 2.5 hours return (4.6km)
This track takes you right around
Maungatauhoro through areas rich in Maori
history and beautiful forest. After the climb to
the top of Maungatauhoro, this track descends
to Kokoru Bay on the Waiwera estuary.
It continues through regenerating bush near
the park entrance. Be prepared for varied track
quality with some steep parts and unformed
track on the Waiwera estuary side.
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Think safe and be water safe. Watch your young ones near the water.
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
